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Article 1 – 'Disappointing Assessment'
This assessment of the NGT is disappointing, that due to the sewage treatment plants not working fully properly, around 50% polluted water of the sewers is going in Ganga. This institution found this also that industrial waste is also reaching the Ganga. Understanding this is difficult why despite giving the campaign of making Ganga clean-pure top priority, sewage treatment plants in the related states haven't been set up in the required numbers. Undoubtedly, answer to this should also be got, why the plants which are set up, aren't working in full capacity. Answer to this question should be given by the state governments & their local bodies, because this question has been unanswered since a long time. The local bodies should be compelled for this that they discharge this primary duty of theirs rightly. The goal of making Ganga clean not being achieved even after so many years is a cause of big concern, because if this most important & sacred-considered river of the nation isn't made clean, how will the hope of making other rivers clean be met.

It is a need of the hour that the central government makes some such provision by which the determination of making this river in a fixed time be made & achieved. By doing this only, the target of making other rivers of the nation clean will be met. It can't be overseen that most rivers of the nation are polluted. Among these, Yamuna is also there, which appears most polluted in the capital of the nation. Because the cleaning / purification of the rivers isn't being paid attention to, most of them are transforming into dirty canals. One cause of this is this that the state governments aren't making cleansing of rivers part of their agenda. What should happen ideally is that this should also be paid attention to along with cleaning rivers how the other traditional sources of water can be saved from getting polluted. It should be remembered that, the problem isn't just this, that rivers & canals are sick with pollution, but also that the underground water in many parts of the country is also going on getting prolluted. Undoubtedly, the society will also have to be alert for this along with the governmemts, that the other traaditional water bodies that are there along with the rivers, the necessity of making them clean / pure has increased all the more.
Article 2 – 'Visionary Thinking'

Despite being rich with historical & cultural heritage, Bundelkhand's identity till now has been of a drought-sick & water-scarcitying region. For eradicating the scarcity of water, the government has made many efforts, but now the Bundelkhand Expressway has opened many gates of the region's development. The decision of developing historical forts from the point of view of tourism in this process only can become an axis of the economic progress of the entire Bundelkhand. This history of this place is extremely glorious, & the kings of here have many stories of valour. In such situation, the people will have attraction towards their forts naturally only, but the tourists will reach there on then, when they will have adequate facilities there. The economic benefit of tourism can go to any place then only, when the people stay there in the night also. The government is considering adopting the PPP model for this, which can be considered a visionary plan & good alternative.

Bundelkhand has seven districts of UP - Jhansi, Banda, Chitrakoot, Jaalaun, Mahoba, Hameerpur and Lalitpur. This entire region is extremely rich with natural resources, & it has infinite possibilities of development of tourism, but it wasn't thought of in this direction till now. The fort of Jhansi, people from far-off areas come to see. Similarly, the fort of Kalinjar, it's spread in 542 hectares, & that can also be a big centre of people's attraction. The government has till now marked thirty one forts, in which there are respectively seven & five forts of the small districts like Lalitpur & Mahoba. The number of small districts is very high, which are victims of neglect so far. With the renovation of the forts, the tourism circuit of Bundelkhand will develop much. The better thing will be this that complete plan of this prepared & MP government be collaborated making joint effort. This will expand the ambit of the tourism sector further.
